QPIRG Co-Sponsorships (2011-2012)

Co-sponsorships indicate a degree of support by QPIRG Concordia that is below that of a Core Project, but is more involved than a simple endorsement or discretionary funding. A co-sponsorship can involve funding in the $200-$500 range, staff and board involvement in the actual planning of the event, as well as institutional support. Co-sponsorships can only be taken on depending on our collective capacity and should be proposed at least one month in advance of the given event or initiative. Co-sponsorships are approved at the board level and can be implemented by the QPIRG Programming Committee. Co-sponsorships are best discussed and decided in the August/September period and also the December/January period, due to how QPIRG plans its yearly schedule of events and budget.

In deciding co-sponsorships, QPIRG Concordia prioritizes those projects, campaigns, events and initiatives that:

· Support local actions, projects or movements, or local connections to global movements 

· Organize around issues of social and environmental justice, particularly on issues that are under-represented at QPIRG Concordia or Concordia University

· Will actively create campus-community links and will engage with Concordia University undergraduate students

· Are engaged in solidarity organizing that takes leadership and direction from the communities with which they work and/or are organized by people who are directly affected or implicated in the groups mandate

· Need access to QPIRG’s resources and funding, and might otherwise have difficulty finding support.

Ideally, a co-sponsorship will also involve board and/or staff involvement in the actual organizing and planning of the given event or initiative. For that reason, we also prioritize those projects that are organized non-hierarchically, using consensus-based decision-making.
